0. It Is Appropriate For Us To Understand That Our Highest Interest Is Attained When God Does Things For His Own Name's Sake.

1. THIS ANTHEM POINTS BACK TO THE FACT THAT THE GLORIFICATION OF GOD IS PARTICULARLY PROMOTED BY HIS MERCIES IN PROVIDING SALVATION AND BY THE WAYS IN WHICH THOSE MERCIES HAVE SHOWN THEMSELVES.

1. God Has Overcome The Obstacles To His Glorification In The Demonstration Of His Mercy
1. The Sinfulness Of Man That Refuses To Glorify God.
1. The Righteousness Of God's Character That By No Means Can Clear The Guilty.
