1. TRUE SPIRITUAL PROGRESS SPRINGS ONLY FROM SACRIFICIAL LOSS (12:23-26)
1. It Was Essential To Understand This Law In Order To Comprehend The Significance And Necessity Of What Christ Would Do Just A Few Days Later (12:23-24)
0. It Was Necessary For Christ's Own Glorification (12:23)
0. He Had, At That Time Been In A State Of Humiliation
